DATES: 26 November – 03 December 2004

PLACE OF COURSE: town of Nessebur, Bulgaria 

HOTEL: St.Stefan, ancient town of Nessebur, Black sea 

Summary:

Europe is challenged by economic, political and geographical reforms. The issue of young people, human and ethnic conflict is very important in the case of South East Europe. Many youth organizations in South East Europe make an important contribution in breaking down the stereotypes and promoting cross-border co-operation in the region. The biggest challenge is how to keep the peace and to promote stability in Europe.  Prejudice and discrimination operate on three main levels: the individual, interpersonal and institutional. In our course we use interactive and experiential activities, rooted in the principles of intercultural learning. Participants from all the countries have to share their experiences and opinions, to practice active listening skills with others and to learn emotionally as well as intellectually.  Participants are also expected to develop an action plan that demonstrates personal responsibility for developing tolerant behaviour and mutual understanding between all the countries on the Balkans.

** Messemvria is the name (ascribed to the town by the first Greek settlers), under which the city was known for more than 2,000 years.

· The nearest big city is Burgas (250 000 inhabitants);

	Top resort on the Bulgarian beach resort.
It is located on a small peninsula in the Black Sea which is linked with the land only by a long and narrow isthmus. It has existed for more than 9,000 years. It emerged as a fortified Thracian settlement; afterwards it was a Greek polis, then a Roman colony. Has 2 parts - the Old Town and the New Town.
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	Nessebar is best known for the old town (about 9000 years) on the peninsula. No one can say for sure whether the isthmus is natural or man-made. The largest number and best known buildings date from 11th to 14th centuries almost all of them churches in the so called "picturesque" style: walls intersected by pilasters and lunettes, with stone, brick and ceramic ornaments and arches along the cornice.

	 Today the old part of the town has regained its original romantic atmosphere: narrow cobblestone lanes, tiny squares, two-storied period houses with stone-built ground levels and wooden upper floors jutting above the streets and external staircases, gift shops, pubs, tavern and lovely flower gardens. 
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	Christ Pantokrator church (10th - 11th c.) Some of the churches have stunningly beautiful facades and interiors and are among the best preserved ones in the Balkan Peninsula. The oldest one is the Sveti Ioan Krastitel (St.John the Baptist, 10th -11th century


ACCOMMODATION:

Hotel “St.Stefan” is a small luxury two stars building, constructed on the south coast of the old Nessebur. Participants will be accommodated in two-bed room, including individual WC, bath facilities, TV and satellite programmes. The hotel has additional recreation paid facilities, as fitness room, medical equipment. Internet access is available in the clubs, located around.
