Summary of the event: 
The workshops started with introducing of all the participants in this meeting. The participants expressed what their main problems about ethnic and discrimination are in their countries. Milian Arsov who is the executive director of The Centre for Social Work with Youth, Bulgaria, introduced to the audience the work of the Centre; he talked about the problems of the young people and ethnic problems in Bulgaria. M.Arsov made an official presentation of the website www.seetolerance.org that is made especially for that Large Scale Project “Your way of tolerance”. The discussion about what we have to do from now on the development of the project and for the updating the website came after and has been opened for all the ideas, suggestions, and proposals given from the participants. 
Conclusions:

· An establishment of “working box”/”open box” in the website www.seetolerance.org where all the participants could sign in with ID and password to leave their ideas, suggestions and proposals about our work together, present and future events and seminars connected with the project and etc.;
· Updating the information in the website with the ideas we have from the participants;

· Creation of networking interests groups with representatives of all the organizations to discus and solve problems all in different areas of ethnic, racism, human rights, discrimination or other  problems like not understanding young people, women or etc.; 
All the countries/organizations involved in the project should send: 
· Information about the organizations they present – place(where is the work office),  what are their main activities and  experiences, target groups, and etc…- written  in English and in their own language;

· Summary of the project and the program (everything that is in the website www.seetolerance.org ) should be translated in all the languages of the countries involved;

· Logo, emblems of the organizations;

· If there is a map of the region where your organization work or of a part of the country, you can attach it also;

· All the participants in the meeting should send the original tickets from their travelling by mail.
